Friday, October 25

Supply the items for a group to host
a birthday party or holiday party for
children by donating a “Party in a
Box” to a homeless shelter, domestic
violence shelter, or hospital pediat-
ric ward.

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FUTURE LEADERS AND THE “GIF'

[ OF GAB’

GFWC Leaders need to speak in
public—whether it is to a small
group or hundreds. Members who
have leadership potential are often
hesitant to accept a committee
position or office, solely because
they do not want to speak in front
of a group. Current leaders should
consider the following steps to
mentor the prospective leader
and help them grow:

2. Provide opportunities for her

to speak that build up to more
expanded roles. Start by asking

her to make an announcement or
share a brief report. As she gains
experience, encourage her to take on
a more involved speaking role such
as giving a presentation on a project
she may have organized or partici-
pated in, or ask her to promote a trip
or thank everyone for supporting an
event. These small steps will begin
to provide a level of confidence.

1. Be understanding. Studies

show that fear of public speaking

is the number one fear people have,
even worse than death. Reassure
the potential leader that she is not
experiencing anything unusual.
Explain that nerves are very com-
mon and that you're there to help.

3. Help her know the audience.
Make sure she understands to
whom she will be speaking. Inform
her that members may not know
anything about the subject, so

* Take advantage of our diversity. Each individual member brings
unique skills to the club.

Encourage
participation in all GFWC activities. Travel with them and help with
expenses. Give them GFWC resource materials. This is investment
that will pay off!

e Share the work. It is easier if members join in planning meetings,
participating in projects, or writing reports.

* Be generous in showing your appreciation.

details are important. Perhaps the
situation is just the opposite and
the audience is very familiar with
the topic. In that case, just outline
the major points.

4. If a visual presentation will be
included, ask to review it with her
ahead of time. By doing this, the
focus of the presentation can be
checked to ensure desired results
will be gained and that information
is clearly presented. You have
already determined that she has
great leadership potential, so she
will take positive feedback well.

5. At the meeting or event, help
her make sure everything is in
order for a smooth presentation.
Be sure the microphone is working
and the podium is in place. Check
the microphone volume. Remember,
she will be nervous about speaking,
so try to eliminate obstacles that
may increase nervousness.

6. Reassure her that she should

be herself and let her personality
come through. She does not have to
speak like you or as other leaders in
your organization.

7. Be ready to help, but don’t
take over.

8. Thank her! She just did
something she was afraid to do!
Express appreciation regardless

of how well it went. When the

time is right, give her some positive
feedback. If you made sure she knew
the topic, who her audience was,
what was expected of her, and the
materials needed, then she probably
did a great job. You recognized her
talent and potential, and by encour-
aging and nurturing the next step in
her development, you are ensuring
her future leadership is well
equipped with skills for success.

Service with a Smile

With the honor of being District
President comes responsibilities.
During this past year, this District
President has attended a total of
25 meetings, including the South-
eastern Region Meeting and the
GFWC Maryland Convention.

Unfortunately, Kensington Club
withdrew from The Federation and
now only 13 clubs are left in Mont-
gomery County District, but we are
still the largest District in Maryland.
A few clubs have lost active mem-
bers, but some others have gained in
membership, so it has balanced out
quite well. The clubs’ activities are
outstanding, as is evident from the
awards received at Convention.

All clubs have their own fundraisers

GFWC
International President Mary Ellen
Laister was guest speaker at the
March meeting, hosted by the Chevy
Chase Club, and the District Awards
meeting was hosted by the Silver
Spring Club in May. All meetings
were well-attended (about 60). Our
99-year-old member Mabel Sawhill
continues to cater for us. All are
welcome to join us.

The Woman’s Club of Bethesda held
a very successful yard sale in May,
thus adding substantial money to
the philanthropic fund. These funds
were distributed to such diverse
groups such as Fidos for Freedom,
Tree-Mendous Maryland, Heifer
International, the Kranke Center for
victims of domestic violence, the
Montgomery College Scholarship
Foundation, Montgomery Hospice,
and Empowerment of Women
International. In addition, members
bought gifts for each child at the
shelter, and reconditioned a game
room at a shelter for children who
are separated from their parents.

Our members volunteer regularly

at the Montgomery County Thrift
Shop, read to the children at Kranke
Center once a week, and held a
Christmas party for the children

at the shelter, complete with cookie
decorating, stories and games.

Programs were varied throughout
the year including a women'’s
barbershop quartet, a civil war nurse
reenactor, a talk by our scholarship
recipient, and a visit from two
therapy dogs who work at the
Walter Reed Hospital.
